The pandemic has touched every person in the UK, and for many, its effects are still
being felt. Each of us has had a unique experience, and this is your chance to share with
the Inquiry how it has affected you, your life, and those around you.

For those of us working in schools, the pandemic's impact remains evident daily.
Reduced access to essential services, such as breastfeeding support, early parenting,
and toddler groups, along with limited face-to-face contact with health visitors and other
crucial professionals for children aged birth to five, has made it harder for children to
learn and socialize compared to their pre-2020 peers.

You can share as much or as little information as you feel able. We understand that
reliving some of your experiences may be difficult. You can start it now, and come back
to finish it when you feel ready. Emotional support is available if you feel this would be
helpful.
